Among many honours, our illustrious alumna was
nominated for the 1000 Women for the Nobel Peace Prize
2005; she is one of the 108 nominees from China Region
(Mainland, Taiwan & Hong Kong) and one of only nine
from Hong Kong.

This octogenarian has devoted her life to God’s mission,
women in general, and her alma mater in particular, since
graduating in 1966. Today’s speaker, Honorary Patron of
our fundraising projects, school councillor, chaplain, vice
principal, teacher and alumna, she exemplified her
principle of ‘refusing not’: she has tirelessly supported the
school in many ways. For this, we are truly grateful.

Her works included Collection of Reverend CC Lee’s Essays,
The Other Half — Women’s Position in the Church,
Speaking from the Heart and My Memoirs.
